students!) so that they know more precisely 

what their child is able to do.

òIf he receives a òMeeting expectationsó we are 

led to believe that he is right where he needs to 

be

òHypothetically he could move to the next grade 

having below average money skills



HOW ARE WE CHANGING?

òTeachers have been identifying the most critical 

skills (outcomes) that students need at each 

grade level and subject area

òThese outcomes will be the items that we 

report on each quarter



GRADES

ò 4 Advanced: Student was able to provide evidence of going beyond what 
was taught.

ò 3  Proficient: Student is able to independently meet the established local 
benchmark.

ò 2 Basic: Student needed some small group support or re-teaching in order 
to meet the established local benchmark

ò 1 Below: Required significant teacher support to meet the established local 
benchmark

ò NY: Not Yet Meeting Standard:. Despite significant interventions student was 
not able meet established local benchmark

ò N/A: Not applicable: Not assessed during this grading period.
