BREAK OUT SESSIONS

Professional Learning Communities (PLC): What is it we want our students to learn?
How will we know when each student has learned it? How will we respond when some
students don’t learn? What do we do when students already know what we want them to
learn? Learn how teachers use this information in PLCs each day.

Reporting Progress: Learn how communicating student progress has changed from a
very traditional report card to a report card that gives specific feedback on performance
on grade level outcomes.

School Funding 101: Ever wonder how schools receive their money? This session will
focus on the roles of local, state, and federal sources of income for the district and how
that money must be expended.

Preschool Screening and Kindergarten Registration

Preschool screening and Kindergarten registration

will be held on Thursday, March 11" and Friday, March
12™ at St. John’s Lutheran Church on Green Street
(behind the fire station). Children aged 3, 4, and 5 are
eligible for screening. The areas of screening include vi-
sion, hearing, speech, and development. Screening is an
excellent opportunity for parents and educators to dis-
cuss skills that are necessary for early school success. In
order for children to be considered for our preschool pro-
grams, they must be screened on these dates. Appointments can be made
by calling (815)498-2314 ext 233. Please be prepared with your child’s
name, birth date, desired date and appointment time, and most impor-

tantly vour phone number.

Kindergarten registration for the 2010-2011 school year will be held
at the same time and location. Children must be 5 on or before Septem-
ber 1%, 2010 to be registered for Kindergarten. Parents need to bring their
child’s county birth certificate and social security number to registration.
In accordance with state law, hospital birth certificates are not accept-
able. If you are new to the district, you will also need to show proof of
residency at this time. This 1s done by filling out a Certificate of Resi-
dence form and showing at least three of the following:

1. Driver’s license
2. Home ownership title or deed
3. Apartment lease
4. Voter registration
5. Utility bills (water, gas, electric)
6. Automobile insurance
Parents with questions or concerns about children aged 2 %4 or younger
may also call the above number for a screening appointment.
